Meeting called to order at 7:02 pm.
Meeting starts with the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Law Enforcement Report:  Mayor Haight states that since there is no one from the Sheriff’s Office in attendance yet, the report will be pushed down the agenda until a representative shows up.  
Citizens Comments:  There are no citizens comments.  
Questions Regarding a Conditional Use Permit-Danielle Andrew:  Danielle addresses the Council regarding a permit she would like to submit to the P&Z and Council regarding the use of the shop building on her property being used for her husband’s business.  There is discussion of what is allowed in the Traditional Residential 1 district.  Danielle states that in the Land Use Table Construction Trades are allowed in TR1 with a Conditional Use Permit, which is what her husband does for his work.  There is discussion of what the business is and what it would entail.  There is discussion of this.  There is discussion of what the process will be.  Danielle states she will go to the P&Z for a Public Hearing and then to the Council for the Public Hearing after that.  
City Clean-up Day-Action:  There is discussion of when the clean up has been in the past. Mayor Haight states that he is trying to get with the new owner of E-cyclers to find out about the metal and appliances.  There is discussion of what has been done in the past and what works the best.  There is discussion of dumpsters and still having them in the Maintenance yard.  There is discussion of what date would be the best.  Mayor Haight states that he will contact the E-cycler guy and check with PSI and find out what date works best for them.  
Law Enforcement Report:  Sgt Smith reports that there were 116 hours logged, with 21 complaints, 0 arrests, 0 DUI’s, 2 citations, and 30 traffic contacts.  The Council looks over the report.  There is discussion of report.  The Council thank the Sheriff’s Office for all they do.  
IBC 2018 Building Code-Action:  Kris states he has a new Ordinance drafted but he has concerns that if the ordinance is passed, without the resolution ready there would leave a gap in the process until the resolution is ready.  There is discussion of this.  There is discussion of asking Jeff Geisler what the City would want to leave out of the resolution so Kris can get it written.  The Council will wait for Kris to have the resolution to pass both.   
Discussion of Impact Fees:  Mayor Haight reports that Husk from Civilized is working on putting some fees together with the information the City already has with the Transportation Study and the other information collected without costing the City a lot of money.  There is discussion of this.  There is discussion of having Husk come in the next couple of months to talk to the Council on where the process is and how it is progressing.  There is discussion of this being an important issue to keep moving on as there is a lot of interest in developing in Menan.  
Final Plat Approval-Twin Butte Townhomes-Action:  The Mayor and Council look over the final plat.  There is discussion of the language missing from the plat regarding the condition that in the future there shall be no splitting of the properties into separate dwellings.  There is discussion of accepting the final plat as long as the verbiage is added to the plat to be recorded saying such.  
Troy Hanson moves to accept the Final Plat of the Twin Butte Townhomes with the condition that the restriction on further subdivision be approved by the City Attorney before the Mayor can sign it.  Amy Gahn seconded the motion. Roll Call vote:  Troy Hanson-aye; Amy Gahn-aye; Ron Jones-aye.  Motion carried. 
Public Discussion:  There was discussion of the Area of Impact agreement with the County.
Maintenance Update:  Matt states that he ordered new pumps to have extras when the pumps start to act up.  There is discussion of this.  Discussion of the pumps and the sewer system.  Discussion of the land acquisition.  Discussion of possible shed for the 4th of July and activities behind the office.  Discussion of the proposal for grants for the Town Hall.  
Treasurers Report-Action:   There is discussion of the ARPA funds and the discrepancy on the financials where the funds transferred from the General account to the Sewer account leaving a negative balance on the balance sheet.  There is discussion of the ARPA funding reporting for the funds.  

Ron Jones made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Troy Hanson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   
Bills-Action:  There is discussion of the bills from last month and the current month.  
Troy Hanson made a motion to accept and pay the bills.  Amy Gahn seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
Minutes:  There is discussion of the minutes from last meeting. 

Amy Gahn made a motion to accept the minutes from the March 10, 2022 meeting with the error noted.  Ron Jones seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
